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School Uniform: School Uniform is compulsory for all pupils from Blue Class to Year 6. Parents overwhelmingly requested that the school adopted a uniform. All who join our school sign an agreement to buy and wear the uniform every day.  The Uniform Shop is open on Thursdays. Grey trousers/skirts can be purchased cheaply in the high street shops and now is the time to buy. The school shop sells the light blue polo shirt and the navy blue sweat shirt. Girls may wear a light blue check dress on hot days and boys/girls can wear grey shorts. Black shoes or black trainers without a brand are also part of the uniform. Regular checks of uniform are made and those who persistently fail to wear the full uniform, including footwear, will be sent home to change and asked to return with their parents.
